AGM 
The AGM resulted in Life Membership for 
Dot Segon and Trish Fritz (as mentioned 
above), and Gail Mellinger being elected 
onto the Board.  The meeting also 
accepted the Annual and Financial Report 
and discussed and agreed to a 
recommendation for 2006 to move WAG 
level 3C to the Competitive lower Level 
fee and WAG level 2B to a Competitive 
upper level fee.  
 
2004 in précis 
In summary, 2004 has been another 
highly successful and exciting year for 
Gymnastics in Western Australia in all 
areas of operation. We have maintained 
our strong competitive performances on 
the national and international stage, 
continued to deliver a high level of service 
to our Affiliated Clubs and achieved a 
small operating profit of just under 
$10,000 for the Association ($8,608 to be 
precise).  
 
Over the year we have been able to 
maintain consistent membership in terms 
of gymnast participation, coach and judge 
membership and Club Affiliation. We have 
also seen strong overall event 
participation, despite marginally reduced 
event participation in the traditional 



  

disciplines. During the year we have seen 
Cheerleading participation and the low 
end competitive events significantly 
expand. We recorded excellent regional 
participation at the State Optional 
Spectacular competition and had over 600 
participants at State Championships at 
Challenge Stadium. 
 
We were also very successful in 
promoting the sport and Clubs through a 
variety of festivals and shows throughout 
the year, the highlight being our stand at 
the Convention Centre Opening with over 
180,000 people seeing the sport of 
gymnastics on display. 

The year commenced on a high when 
gymnastics won the prestigious WA 
Sports Federations Awards; Coach of the 
Year - Jo Richards and Nikolai Lapchine, 
and Official of the Year - Karon Williams. 
The January Conference then provided 
informative and inspirational presentations 
from visiting US presenter Jeff Metzger. 
Jeff highlighted the current outstanding 
opportunities for Clubs to build businesses 
and make a difference in the world of sport 
and recreation. We were also very 
pleased to announce Woodside Energy 
coming on board as the naming rights 
sponsor for our Men’s HPC for a three 
year period.  

Internationally 2004 saw WA’s Allana 
Slater and Coach Nikolai Lapchine attend 
the Olympic Games in Athens. As we all 
know, the Australian Women’s team 
finished a creditable eight with Allana 
taking out overall 10th and also finishing 
eight in Beam finals. WA Sport Aerobics 
also had its first World Champion when 
Kieran Gorman took the Gold Medal in the 
International Age Division at the FIG Sport 
Aerobics World Championships in 
Bulgaria and he followed this is up with a 
Gold medal at the ANAC World 
Championships in the US. Well done too 
to the WA girls and Coach Desiree Jones 
who represented Australia in the 2004 
National Levels International Challenge.

Champions for the third successive year. 
In Trampoline Sports we had good 
participation at Nationals and this bodes 
well for the future. Congratulations also to 
Northern Districts Club for taking out the 
overall WAG Champion Club award at 
National Clubs. 
 
At the regional level we have once again 
seen strong performances by each of the 
Associations. Special congratulations to 
the NW Committee for their fantastic 
organisation of the conference under 
difficult weather circumstances and their 
expert running of events. Also, well done 
to the GSCS who conducted very well run 
events and conference during the year. 
 
In an attempt to expand gymnastics and 
transcend the boundary of our sport into 
the performing arts we established a 
relationship with arts group skadada. This 
link has proven to be very positive and 
culminated in the performance of three 
dynamic Cirque de Gymnastique arts 
shows at Challenge Stadium to almost two 
thousand spectators. 
 
In Club 10 we have had another 
successful year with the program met with 
enthusiasm by the majority of Clubs in 
WA. We look forward the Program’s 
continued expansion in 2005.
