Protection¥sourse:

Background Information

Harassment in sport is damaging to everyone concerned -
the person harassed, the harasser, the club or organisation
and the sport itself. Harassment denies people the right

to be treated with respect, dignity and fairness, and to
participate in an environment that is enjoyable, safe and
healthy.

A vital component of the Australian Sports Commission’s
Harassment Free Sport Strategy is the Member Protection
Information Officer Course (MPIO) - formerly known as
Harassment Contact Officer Course and the Member
Protection Officer Course. The revised two-day course
now includes information regarding child protection,
investigations, Working With Children Checks, tribunals
and mediation.

Trained Member Protection Information Officers bring

a number of benefits to an organisation. Sports with
trained MPIOs are in a better position to manage legal
requirements regarding anti-harassment and child
protection legislation as well as addressing insurance
requirements that require appropriate risk management
strategies to be in place. In addition the training of MPIOs
is a key requirement for sporting organisations to achieve
their ASC and state department of sport and recreation
funding, in relation to the implementation of a national
Member Protection Policy.

THE MPIO:

* Does not investigate or resolve conflicts or try to bring
the complainant and the person complained about
together.

 Is the first point of call in a club, state or national
sporting organisation for any queries, complaints or
concerns around harassment, discrimination and child
abuse in sport.

» Provides confidential information, moral support to the
person alleging harassment and options to help resolve
the issue.

e Can help resolve disputes and complaints before they
escalate into issues that can cost the organisation both
in terms of negative publicity and financially.

Course participants need to be nominated by or have the
support of their sports organisation. People who should
consider doing the two-day course could include:

< Administration officers, development officers, coaching
directors or other salaried staff members.

» Staff or volunteer members who already have training
in counselling, conflict resolution or mediation (through
their work, school etc)

< Volunteer committee members (not associated with
athlete/team selection processes)

It is important that whoever takes on the role of MPIO be:
e Trustworthy, honest and discreet
* Approachable and easily accessible
e Calm and logical

* Empathic and a good listener

Participants are required to complete two on-line Play by
the Rules training modules as a pre-requisite to the MPIO
course. To access the modules visit www.playbytherules.
net.au. Participants are required to complete the
harassment module that represents their role within their
sport and the child protection module applicable for their
state or territory.
